Sheikh Jaber A&Aﬁma{ Al-yaber AL-Sabah

Sheikh Jaber, of the Al-Sabah dynasty, was born in Kuwait City on
29 June, 1926. He served as the thirteenth Emir of Kuwait and was
the third Emir since Kuwait's independence.

Sheikh Jaber received his early education at Al-Mubarakiya School,
Al-Ahmedia School and Al-Shargiya School. In 1949, Sheikh Jaber .
served as Director of Public Service for the Ahmadi region, In ' .
1962, he was appointed as Kuwait's first Minister of Finance and Economy. While he
was a minister, oil money changed the country from a largely tribal society info a
modern state.

Under his ministry, the Kuwaiti dinar was introduced. Sheikh Jaber was appointed
Prime Minister of Kuwait in 1965, and was subsequently named Crown Prince in 1966.
Sheik Jaber Al-Ahmed Al-Sabah is credited for his involvement in the creation of the
Gulf Cooperation Council, and of the Future Generations Funds, and for his assistance
in the unification of North and South Yemen. He also created the Martyr Office.

In September 2000, Sheikh Jaber Al-Ahmed Al-Sabah suffered a stroke and went

to the United Kingdom for treatment, returning four months later on January 15th.
